TITLE XIX

JAMS AND SIMILAR PRODUCTS
ARTICLE 406.- The generic term "jams" refers to the products obtained by cooking fruit, vegetables, or tubers (whole or fractioned), their juices and/or pulps, with sugars (sugar, dextrose, invert sugar, glucose syrup, or mixtures thereof) with or without the addition of other sweeteners, additives, and ingredients. They include marmelades, candies, jellies, or candied, glazed, crystallized or frosted, drained and syrupy fruit.
ARTICLE 407.- Candied, crystallized, glazed, or frosted, drained and syrupy fruits and vegetables must comply with the following:
a) they must be free of leaves, insect fragments and materials foreign to the product;
b) fruits must have a minimum of transparency, brightness, and turgor, and their texture must be firm and not disintegrate when pressed between the fingers;
c) they may contain coloring and flavoring agents or other authorized additives.
